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Patient Programs Expansion in 2020

Following a tour of all five South Florida transplant hospitals to visit with the social work teams, the FOTA Board of
Directors agreed unanimously to expand patient programs in 2020. The existing program includes emergency support
grants that are requested by the social workers once all other avenues have been pursued to assist a patient. Just last
year, FOTA provided nearly $20,000 in funding to help transplant families in need.

Beginning now in 2020, FOTA will roll out a gift card program, so that social workers may provide immediate small-
batch funding for basic necessities like groceries, or medicine. These $50 gift cards will allow FOTA to provide an even
greater impact when a helping hand is needed most.
